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AFFORDABLE & SUPPORTIVE HOUSING
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The FOUNDATION is dedicated to increasing the availability of affordable housing for individuals and families and ensuring that residents receive the services they need to remain affordably housed.

The AREA is widely recognized as having one of the least affordable housing markets in the United States. With median home sales above $XX, lower-wage earners face considerable challenges finding housing in THE AREA that's affordable and located close to work, school, and transportation. The high cost of housing leaves many families in THE AREA with less to spend on food, childcare, and healthcare, and less to invest in savings. Seniors are priced out of the neighborhoods in which they have spent their lives. Healthcare workers, farm workers, bank tellers, and teachers cannot afford to live in the community where they work.

The FOUNDATION is dedicated to creating housing opportunities in The AREA that are affordable and accessible to families and individuals with lower incomes. To support this goal, THE FOUNDATION will make targeted investments in three strategic areas: housing policy, affordable housing development, and homelessness prevention.
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Highlight Investment: SAMPLE INVESTEE
With help from a $XX loan from the FOUNDATION, THE INVESTEE will expand its services to people with mental illness in the AREA, renovating a XX-unit apartment building in downtown CITY.
